Sobre o Bloco

O bloco tem como elemento cen-
tral trés selos que representam as
principais federagdes continentais
da FIP, cada um em uma cor predo-
minante. Em cada selo, as bandeiras
das nagdes afiliadas simbolizam as
federagdes-membro, evidenciando
a abrangéncia e a diversidade da
organizagdo. Os selos apresentam
formas em perspectiva inspiradas
nos painéis de exposicao filatéli-
ca, em disposicdo sanfonada tipica
das mostras da modalidade. Ao fun-
do, um mapa-mundi com elemen-
tos cartograficos e uma paleta de
cores vintage, reforcam o carater
histérico da celebragdo. As letras
“FIP” foram incorporadas aos selos
com verniz, como elemento grafico
de destaque. Na base dos painéis,
figuram as palavras “Fédération”,
“Internationale” e “de Philatélie”, re-
feréncia ao nome original da insti-
tuicdo em francés. A técnica usada
foi ilustragao digital.

About the Souvenir
Sheet

The souvenir sheet features as its cen-
tral element three postage stamps
representing the main continental
federations of FIP, each in a predo-
minant color. On each stamp, the fla-
gs of the affiliated nations symbolize
the member federations, highlighting
the organization’s scope and diversi-
ty. The postage stamps display pers-
pective shapes inspired by philatelic
exhibition panels, arranged in an ac-
cordion-like layout typical of displays
in this modality. In the background,
a world map with cartographic ele-
ments and a vintage color palette
reinforces the historical character of
the celebration. The letters “FIP” have
been incorporated into the stamps
using varnish as a prominent gra-
phic element. At the base of the pa-
nels appear the words “Fédération”,
“Internationale” and “de Philatélie”,
referencing the institution’s original
name in French. The technique used
was digital illustration.
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100 anos da Federacao Internacional de Filatelia - FIP

As primeiras sociedades filatélicas organizadas surgiram nas dé-
cadas de 1860 e 1870, destacando-se a The Philatelic Society, London
(1869), hoje The Royal Philatelic Society London, e a Société Francaise
de Timbrologie (1874), ambas ainda existentes. Outras iniciativas pio-
neiras,como as de Georges Herpin (1865), Nova York (1867) e associa-
cOes alemas, tiveram curta duragao.

Na Bélgica, Jean-Baptiste Moens profissionalizou a filatelia, con-
tribuindo para sua consolidagdo como estudo estruturado. Ao fi-
nal do século XIX, a atividade alcancou maior maturidade, com ex-
posi¢oes realizadas em cidades como Viena, Munique, Amsterda,
Magdeburgo e Londres, embora ainda faltassem normas comuns
entre os paises.

Inspirados pela Unido Postal Universal, criada em 1874, colecio-
nadores passaram a defender uma maior cooperagao internacional. A
Primeira Guerra Mundial interrompeu esse movimento, mas, no pds-
-guerra, a filatelia retomou seu papel como instrumento de reconexao
entre as nagdes.

Por volta de 1920, varias nagdes ja possuiam federagoes filatéli-
cas, mas persistia a necessidade de coordenagao internacional. Entre
1922 e 1925, conferéncias em Luxemburgo, Haia e Paris prepararam
o caminho para a criagdo de uma federagao global.

Em 1925, onze paises apoiaram a iniciativa. Um comité provisé-
rio em Bruxelas definiu as bases iniciais da organizagao, liderados por
Bigwood e Maingay. No ano seguinte, a proposta foi formalizada com
o objetivo de unir forgas, fortalecer a cooperagao entre as entidades
nacionais e promover o desenvolvimento da cultura postal.

Assim, a FIP foi oficialmente fundada em 18 de junho de 1926,
em Paris, durante o Primeiro Congresso Internacional de Filatelia. Na
ocasido, foram aprovados seus estatutos e definidos seus objetivos de
promover a filatelia e o colecionismo de selos, incentivar a cooperagao
entre filatelistas e entidades nacionais e contribuir para a difusao da
cultura postal.

Sua criagdo representou um marco na organizagao da filatelia
mundial, ao instituir uma estrutura internacional capaz de harmoni-
zar normas, fomentar o intercdmbio de experiéncias e consolidar a
filatelia como atividade cultural de alcance global.

A FIP transformou a filatelia moderna ao estabelecer padrdes
internacionais para exposi¢des, avaliagao, classificacdo e julgamento
de colegdes, promovendo maior rigor técnico e comparabilidade en-
tre paises. Além de coordenar exposigdes e integrar federagdes na-

cionais, a entidade impulsionou o desenvolvimento técnico da area

por meio de diretrizes, comisses especializadas e incentivo a pesqui-
sa e a literatura filatélica.

Com isso, consolidou a filatelia como uma atividade organizada,
global e culturalmente relevante, baseada na cooperacao internacional
e na disseminagao do conhecimento.

Em reconhecimento a trajetéria da entidade ao longo de sua exis-
téncia, os Correios, por meio da Filatelia, realizam a emissdo de selo
postal comemorativo em celebragdo aos 100 anos de fundagdo da
Fédération Internationale de Philatélie (FIP). A iniciativa reafirma o
compromisso da instituicdo com a valorizagdo da cultura filatélica e
com o reconhecimento de entidades que contribuiram, ao longo do
tempo, para o desenvolvimento da filatelia, da cooperagao internacio-

nal e do intercambio cultural por meio dos selos postais.

100 years of the International Federation of Philately - FIP

The first organized philatelic societies emerged in the 1860s and
1870s, most notably The Philatelic Society . Society , London (1869),
now The Royal Philatelic Society London, and the Société Frangaise de
Timbrologie (1874), both still in existence. Other pioneering initiatives,
such as those of Georges Herpin (1865), New York (1867) and German
associations, were short-lived.

In Belgium, Jean-Baptiste Moens professionalized philately, contrib-
uting to its consolidation as a structured study. By the end of the 19th
century, the activity had reached greater maturity, with exhibitions held
in cities such as Vienna, Munich, Amsterdam, Magdeburg, and London,
although common standards among countries were still lacking.

Inspired by the Universal Postal Union, created in 1874, collec-
tors began to advocate for greater international cooperation. The First
World War interrupted this movement, but in the postwar period, phi-
lately resumed its role as an instrument for reconnecting nations.

Around 1920, several nations already had philatelic federations, but

the need for international coordination persisted. Between 1922
and 1925, conferences in Luxembourg, The Hague, and Paris paved
the way for the creation of a global federation.

In 1925, eleven countries supported the initiative. A provisional
committee in Brussels defined the initial foundations of the orga-
nization, led by Bigwood and Maingay . The following year, the pro-
posal was formalized with the aim of uniting forces, strengthening
cooperation between national entities, and promoting the develop-
ment of postal culture.

Thus, the FIP was officially founded on June 18, 1926, in Paris,
during the First International Philatelic Congress. On that occasion,
its statutes were approved and its objectives were defined: to pro-
mote philately and stamp collecting, to encourage cooperation be-
tween philatelists and national entities, and to contribute to the dis-
semination of postal culture.

Its creation represented a milestone in the organization of
world philately, establishing an international structure capable of
harmonizing standards, fostering the exchange of experiences, and
consolidating philately as a cultural activity of global reach.

The FIP transformed modern philately by establishing interna-
tional standards for exhibitions, evaluation, classification, and judg-
ing of collections, promoting greater technical rigor and compara-
bility between countries. In addition to coordinating exhibitions and
integrating national federations, the organization boosted the tech-
nical development of the field through guidelines, specialized com-
mittees, and encouragement of research and philatelic literature.

In doing so, it consolidated philately as an organized, global,and
culturally relevant activity, based on international cooperation and
the dissemination of knowledge.

In recognition of the organization’s history throughout its exis-
tence, the Post Office, through its Philately department, is issuing a
commemorative postage stamp to celebrate the 100th anniversary
of the founding of the Fédération. Internationale de Philatélie (FIP).
The initiative reaffirms the institution’s commitment to promoting
philatelic culture and recognizing entities that have contributed,
over time, to the development of philately, international coopera-

tion, and cultural exchange through postage stamps.
